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ABSTRACT

Today political finance regulation has become a key element of political systems. As a result of growing role of money in elections,
states began to impose laws and regulations which are today known as political finance regulations, or campaign finance
regulations. Reviewing the existing research and policy literature and using thematic analysis, we have tried to introduce a
Comprehensive framework of key elements constituting a campaign finance regulation system that can be used domestically in
Iran. In order to verify our results and ensure their reliability and validity, we use methods such as focus groups, reviewing during
coding and referential material adequacy. findings of our research shows that to design a campaign finance regulation system,
four global themes and organizing and basic themes categorized under them must be considered: Goals of campaign finance
regulation, tools of campaign finance regulation, considerations of employing tools of campaign finance regulation and important
contextual factors related to campaign finance regulation.
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
